Lesson:   5        Grade:  2    
Lesson Aim: To highlight the main parts of speech with non-verbal skills AKA Planning! 

Related Teaching Objective: [A-4]　To try to further develop manners necessary for communication in international society while also becoming able to promote oneself within the bounds of those manners 

Assessment Criteria: After summarizing his/her ideas, trying to emphasize some of the ideas he/she particularly wishes to stress with non-verbal elements AKA using Outlines!
   

	Activity description
	Materials to prepare/ Discussion with JAT
	Advice and Tips

	Warm up!: Wake up and refresh your class with an easy, accessible brainstorm. Keep it clear and simple!. 
	With your JAT, lead off with a clear example. It's OK to use phrases/nouns and verbs as adjectives.
  
	  Are teachers/students inappropriate for your school? Check out superheroes, musicans, TV characters, or even animals.

	Brainstorming: This is the start of a Big Deal – These lists of raw information will be used for the next activity and the next class.
	● Brainstorming worksheet 

  

Be smart about brainstorming; demonstrate your positive ideas on the board. Oh yeah, It's OK to use phrases/nouns and verbs as adjectives!
  
	 Honestly, this should go quickly. If they already have a high brainstorming ability, please consider going directly to mapping. Mapping can be a form of brainstorming!

	Mapping: Mapping should feel natural, but the language barrier is present. Lead them forward by mapping out some key categories...
 
	● Large brainstorming/mapping sheet to show to students. 

  

  You're going to build a somewhat skeletal map as an example with your JAT, and any help you can get from students. Think of your primary categories; most likely students will copy these. 
	Have your JAT suggest something later on to let them know new categories are OK. Remember, your example is going to be their model, so practice this but make it look spontaenous and full of opportunities for changes and last-minute suggestions.

	Numbering: This is where we'll make priorities and start up the numbering. These numbers directly affect the final product!
 
	● Map from previous activity
  

 With your JAT, go ahead and talk out loud as you number, making sentences or fragments from the information.

«She is our Homeroom Teacher ...#1 She teaches Science... 1.a. She is new to DokoDoko Chu...1.b»
	Consider using 1a, 1b, 1c, 2a, etc. Don't confuse them by accidentally giving the idea that a smaller detail is on par with every other idea – that's now how outlines work! Give them an extra, but simple option with the sub-number.

	Communication Activity: Students practice giving their speeches for a short time and then give them to their groups. 
	● Blank Paper for Outlining

●Play Money or any other feedback tool

Following your excellent instruction, the students are now writing out the most basic of outlines, and gaining confidence in their ability to give a well-organized and thought-out speech. 

Give them an example or two on how to close/finish your speech, as this part is not included in the outline.  
You can pull two students at random., pull one student from each group – whatever you like to have them compete and possibly get voted on, or just hand out some sweet seals for their hard efforts!

There's not going to be much time anyway...
	  Outlining should naturally flow from the map to the blank page. Write a big number 1, and then write the heading.
Write down 1a, and then write a rough sentence for the idea for 1a, and so on and so on. Indent your own example to give them a visual style for outlining in addition to the numbers. Whatever you do, you must feel comfortable and natural doing it in front of them. This exercise and lesson might feel «too easy» for some, and it should be – don't give them any room for doubt!
